Acut4d- 214" Square Background Fabric

B cut 8- 13/4” 45 degree Diamonds from Focus Fabric Set Ruler at 13/4”
(Cutting diamonds instructional video on web site)

Ccut8- 13/4” Quarter Square Triangle (Set at 13/4”) Background Fabric

NOTE: The Quarter Square Triangle is used here as the measurement of this piece is not a Half
Square Measurement. (You do need, in this case only, to ignore the bias markings on the

Quarter Square Triangle tool.
Remember to cut piece C on the Bias, as you would for a Half Square Triangle. This puts the

bias on the inside of the block.

The video shows the tool being used this way.

Follow the diagrams to piece units and block
The Black arrows show construction Gl
Press the seams in the direction of the Red arrows —————p

Using a Y-seam add A

It is important to remember when
sewing Y seams, that you never
stitch across into the seam
allowance. (Stitches never cross
over where the Y seams intersect.)

Following the layout, join your
units into rows, then sew rows

Press seams as shown. Spiral
the centre.
